Bring all syringes in a sealed sharps container. 

 

 

Proper Use and Disposal of Needles and Syringes 

BE SMART.   BE CAREFUL.  BE AWARE.  BE SAFE. 

• Put used syringes in sharps containers immediately. 

• Keep needles away from children and pets.  

• Bring a sharps container when traveling.  

• DO NOT clip, bend or recap needles.  

• DO NOT flush sharps down the toilet. 

• DO NOT drop into storm drains. 

• DO NOT throw sharps in the garbage or recycling bin.   

 

As of July 1, 2012 Massachusetts does not allow the disposal of sharps in household trash.
