May 26, 2009

7:00 p.m. Meeting opens — The meeting was held in the Town Hall meeting room at the Board
of Selectmen’s meeting, 40 South Street.

Conservation Interviews - Lorraine Brue recused herself for personal reasons. The BOS
questioned James Rehill and David Will to be appointed as a member of the Conservation
Commission.

Larry Harrington said he received 4 phone calls almost in a row to try to convince him not to
reappoint Judi. One of the phone calls was from the Mansfield Chairman of the Conservation
Commission. He said that Judi had stopped a project from happening. Bob B. said he spoke
with the Chairman of the Mansfield Conservation Commission and he said that he was told by a
resident of Foxborough who is an employee of Mansfield that Kraft wanted to donate land to be
used as a high school cross county track. The land was in Foxborough, Mansfield and Sharon.
He said Mansfield and Sharon agreed to the project, but that Judi stopped the project. He said
that Judi is an obstructionist and did not listen to people and wasn’t willing to take other people’s
viewpoint. He also said that she dominated the Conservation Commission and everyone
acquiesced to what she said.

Bob B. said that none of that was true.

A motion was made by Lynda Walsh to reappoint Judith Johnson to the Conservation
Commission. Seconded by Larry Harrington.

Discussion: Paul Feeney said that he has had issues with the Conservation Commission. He said
that he does not agree with some of Conservation’s tactics and that they have been all wrong. He
said that he does not like the way certain things are handled. He said he received several
negative phone calls about Judi Johnson.

Paul Mortensen said that he wanted to make it clear that he is not going to vote for Judi Johnson
and it has nothing to do with her qualifications. He said the reason why I am not is because I

have not been happy with Conservation over the last year. It is as simple as that.

Voted 3:1:0 in favor. Paul Mortensen voted in the negative.



Val Bataille-Ferry said she would like to make one comment. Paul you said that you weren’t
happy with the Conservation Commission and that is what you were basing your decision on and
not a person’s qualifications. The Conservation Commission has very hard rules to follow and to
make a decision that you are not happy with someone is really not taking the Town’s best
interest and I am really upset with that comment because Judi is the most qualified person for
this position and your decision should not be based on your happiness.
