Executive Session Minutes
Of
The Foxboro Water and Sewer Commissioners
August 24, 2010

Members in Attendance: Chairman P. Henderson, Vice Chairman M. Stanton, Clerk W. Euerle, Water and
Sewer Superintendant L. Potter, Board of Selectmen Members: Linda Walsh, Lorraine Brue, Larry
Harrington (at 6:41p.m.), Paul Mortenson, James DeVellis, Finance Director Randy Scollins, AECOM Bob
Bell (at 6:17 p.m.), Town Counsel Rod Hoffman

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 in the Gala meeting room at the Foxboro Town Hall.

A motion to enter into Executive Session to discuss the purchase, exchange or lease of real property was
approved by role call vote, W. Euerle — yes, M. Stanton — yes, P. Henderson — yes.

P. Mortenson commented that he didn’t think that the 30B issue could be discussed in Executive Session
and would like to focus the discussion on the valaes only.

The Board of Selectmen members also voted to go into executive session to discuss values.

P. Henderson stated that the Patriots have come up with a value of $358,000 for the plant and leaching
fields. This would be an annual payment for 30 years. Other options for discussion are leiting the Patriots
purchase the signage on the billboards and the tank from the town which would trigger the 30B process.

Presently the town splits the revenues on the billboards with the Patriots; the $358,000 value is based on
continuing this agreement. They have stated, however, that they are interested in purchasing the billboards
from the town; Town Counsel has stated that this will trigger the 30B process.

P. Henderson stated that Bob Bell of AECOM thinks that the $358,000 value is high; the actual value is
probably lower and they have boosted the value to benefit the town. The members questioned if the
amount includes the value of the land that the plant and leaching field would have been on.

The existing MOU states that when the plant is built, the Water and Sewer department would take over
operation and would lease the property that is it on from the Patriots.

R. Scollins feels that the value of the land is approximately $500,000 per acre.
Town Counsel Rod Hoffman suggests terminating all signage agreements and keeping the sign revenue.
Bob Bell arrived at 6:17 p.m.

B. Bell stated that he met with Dan Kranz and reviewed the 07 construction quote and updated it to 10
numbers, it states that the plant could be built for $7.5 million ($250,000 per year), so he is not sure where
the $358,000 came from and Mr. Kranz didn’t know either.

So presently the group is on hold while the values are being determined. They would like permission to go
back and discuss the final answer on values with the Patriots. They would not be discussing any values
pertaining to liquor licenses, cost of security, etc, but will deal with infrastructure values only, Another
group might need to be set up to discuss those other issues. The goal is to get a viable sewer system for the



If the values can’t be reached for the plant then the town would have to look at improving water quality or
other issues.

The Patriots have long term goals for their property and need a good working relationship with the town.
The Board of Water and Sewer commissioners are committed to the regional plant idea. There are two
other towns involved in the regional plant and are waiting for Foxboro’s answer. It needs to be decided if

the town will commit to a regional answer for sewers.

L. Walsh feels that $358,000 is a good starting number. P. Henderson would like to continue discussions to
see if they can get the numbers higher.

M. Stanton feels that this boils down to a plant for a plant and if the amount for the Patriots plant doesn’t
get us where we need to be, then what else would we be giving up, The Town needs $9.4 miflion and the
50% of the ad revenue to buy into the regional plant.

P. Mortenson wanted to know if getting 100% of the sign revenue would be a better deal.

R. Scollins has prepared a spreadsheet showing the projected revenue growth of the ad revenue based on
3% growth. He feels that if there is the 3% growth it’s a wash with the other deal, but the town would have
the certainty of payment from the Patriots with no worries of fluctuations that could come with the ad

revenue. The chart is for the billboards only and does not include the reuse tank.

P. Mortenson questioned if there were any other ways to get the values needed. He feels it’s a quid pro
quo.

J. Devillis made a motion that the BOS support the Ad Hoc Group in entering into further negotiations to
discuss values of the existing MOU. L. Walsh seconded the motion for discussion.

L. Harrington arrived at 6:41 p.m.

P. Mortenson feels that this ties into the 30B process.

L. Harrington suggested that if the Patriots aren’t willing to go to a higher number, then the town should
retain the rights to the leaching fields, give up the rights to the plant for a cash payment and then negotiate
the value of the leaching fields later for a fair and reasonable amount.

The motion carried 3-2 with P. Mortenson and L. Brue voting against.

L. Harrington would like to amend the motion to also accept Town Counsel’s opinion on the 30B issue.

A motion was made by P. Mortenson to release Town Counsel’s opinion on the 30B as well as two memos
from Atty. Gelerman dated August 30, 2004 and July 25, 2003. The motion was seconded by L. Brue.

The Board discussed the fact that these memos cannot be release without releasing minutes which can’t be
released since the negotiations are ongoing. Town Counsel stated that he would recommend against the
memos being released since they are part of the discussion of values.

The Executive Session was adjourned at 6:54.

The meeting was adjourned at 6:55.
